Route description to the WICC 

By car:

Coming from Arnhem/Nijmegen (= A50):
Take exit Renkum/Wageningen/Oosterbeek. At the traffic lights, take direction Renkum/Wageningen (N225). Go straight on until you come to a roundabout. At the roundabout, go straight on, and you will enter Wageningen.

 At the 4th set of traffic lights, turn left (Stationstraat). Take the first turn to the right (Plantsoen). At the end of this road, follow the curve and at the crossing (without traffic lights) turn right. At the traffic lights, turn right again (direction Renkum, N225: Lawickse Allee). After 10 metres, take the road parallel to the main one. After 75 metres, you will see the parking lot of the WICC, Lawickse Allee 9.

Coming from Utrecht/Ede/Apeldoorn (= A12):
Take exit Wageningen/Ede/Bennekom. At the end of the exit, head (in the) direction (of) Wageningen (Dr. Dreeslaan). In Wageningen, turn right at the first set of traffic lights (Nijenoord Allee) and follow this ring road in the direction of Rhenen. At the 3rd set of traffic lights (you will see the Agro Business Park in front of you), turn left (Kortenoord Allee). At the first set of traffic lights after the roundabout, turn left (N225), direction Renkum (Lawickse Allee). After 10 metres, take the road parallel to the main one. After 75 metres, on your right-hand side you will see the parking lot of the WICC, Lawickse Allee 9.

Coming from Rotterdam/Breda (Motorway A15)
Take exit Ochten/Kesteren. Immediately after the exit turn left (follow N233, Rhenen). Over the bridge at Rhenen (river Rhine) turn right (follow N225, direction Wageningen/Renkum). After approximately 6 kilometres, at the roundabout keep going straight ahead (N225).
After the roundabout and the traffic lights, take the road parallel to the main one. After 75 metres, on your right hand side you will see the parking lot of the WICC.
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By public transport

From Schiphol Airport to station Ede-Wageningen
The train station at Schiphol Airport is inside the airport, so you can easily walk from the terminals to the train platforms. There are ticket-windows as well as machines to buy trein tickets and get information at the station hall. At the ticket-window you can ask for a printed travel plan, it is free. 

The journey from Schiphol Airport to the station Ede-Wageningen takes approx 1,5 hours. The train is not a direct one, but first you have to go to Utrecht CS (the biggest station in the country, it takes approx. 40 min, trains leave every 30 min). In Utrecht CS change to a train direction Arnhem or Nijmegen, that both stop in Ede-Wageningen (a trip of approx. 20, trains leave every 15 min).

From station Ede-Wageningen to WICC congress center

From "Ede-Wageningen" railway station, you can take a bus to the Wageningen bus station . The WICC is situated approximately 250 meters to the west of the bus station. 
Bus numbers to Wageningen are 86 and 88. The bus nr 88 stops at the south side of  Ede-Wageningen station. It takes approx. 25 min to travel from Ede-Wageningen station to the WICC. 
At the north side of Ede-Wageningen station there is a Taxi stand. From there it takes approx. 15 minutes to drive to the WICC.
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
